Before getting your TT Bot Inspected, do the following: 

1) Set up your Pit Table area 

· Be sure to place your bot such that the wheels, legs or other motion-producing components are suspended in the air by at least 1/4 inch. 

· Unpack and arrange any tools you may need for inspection. 

2) Weigh your bot 

· If you think your bot might be overweight, check-weigh it on an official BotsIQ scale. You can use the scale anytime it's not being used by BotsIQ personnel. 

3) Open up your bot for Inspection 

· Remove external panels to expose the interior.

· Expose batteries and electrical system wiring.

· Expose any other system components.

4) Notify Safety/Tech that your bot is ready 

· Fill out your Team name, bot name and pit number on the top of this form.

· Bring this form with you to the Safety/Tech Area and notify the Safety Administrator that your bot is ready for Inspection. 

· Do not bring your bot to the Safety/Tech Area. An Inspector will come to your Pit Table. 

· Have someone at your Pit Table at all times when waiting for inspection. 
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
